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E.C. 32281(b)(1) …the school site council (SSC) …shall write and develop a comprehensive     school safety plan relevant to the needs and resources of that particular school. 

(2) The SSC may delegate this responsibility to a school safety planning committee...

E.C. 32282 (a) The school safety plan shall include, but not necessarily be limited to, the following:

(1) Assessing the current status of school crime

(2) Identifying appropriate programs and strategies that provide school safety…and address the school’s procedures for complying with laws on school safety:
